EYEPIECE FOCUSING

The eyeplece Is designed 10 provide a precise fast focus at certain eye relief. The eyeplece will focus
faster than your eye can compensate for any inaccuracy in your adjustment (when you look theough
from the ocular lans)

ADJUSTING MAGNIFICATION

Power ring of the riflescope can be varied by rotating to achieve different magnification.
OBJECTIVE LENS SIZE
The larger the objective lens, the moee Iight that enters the riflescope, and the brighler the image.

MOUNTING

Your milescope should include one palr of weaver (dovetall) mount that fits weaver (dovetail) and
picatinny rail bases. If you use weaver mount nng, set the mount onto the rail base so that the rad clamp
boit aligns with the crosscul Grooves on your weaver or picatinny rall. Work the rad clamp into the rad
untd the clamping bolts seats onto the rail. Release the mount rings' screws, put the nflescope on 1o the
ring. Slice nflescope fore-or-after 10 acquire the proper eye relel (full field of view can be seen). Rotate
the riflescope tube 50 that the vertical crosshair is vestical and horizontal crosshair s horizontal
Securely tighten the nflescope by locking screw with a proper wrench or tool. Do not over tighten the
mounting system. Or it may damage the riflescope’s mount.

SIDE FOCUS PARALLAX CORRECTION

Parallax is a condition that occurs when the image of the target is not focused precsely on the reticle
plane. Paraliax is visible as an apparent movement between the reticle and the target. This side wheel
paraliax is designed for permission of precse locusing, while simultanecusly readjusting the parallax.

highly accurate side winder range of riflescopes ideal for both hunting and target purposes.
PRECISION ADJUSTMENTS

Tactical turrets are precise and casy 10 use even when wearing gloves. Windage s the horzomal (left-
to-night) adjustment. Elevation is the vertical (up-and.down) adjustment. With the riflescope mouried, rest
the firearm onlo & solid support and aim ot a larget 100 yards away. Siowly shoot a smal 3 1o 5 round lest
group oo your target. Pull up turret and adjust windage & elevation screws in the drection you want 1o
move the bulet impact. Each adjustment maves the point of impact. Shoot ancther 3 10 5 round test group,
Repeat untl you are satisfied with the point of Impact It's vital 1o u se the proper height mount fing for
different caliber and different shooting dstance. The two turrels are with lock feature 1o avoid the
movement by accdent. Pull up 10 adjust the precision. Afler zero the scope press down 10 lock the turret.

SEALED, WATERPROOF AND FOGPROOF

The riflescope & nitrogen-purged 1o remove any vestige of internal moisture and also has O-ring o
prevent enlry of dust or mossture.

MAINTENANCE

Younﬂmopo though amazngly tough, Is a precision instrument that desorves reasonably cautious care
When dieaning the lenses, frst blow away any @t and dust, or use a soft lons brush, Fingerprints and
ubricants can be wiped off with lens Sssue, or a soft dean cotton cloth, moistened with lens cleaning flukd,
Al maving parts of the riflescope are permanently lubncated. Do not try to lubricate them,
No mantenance is needed on the rifle scope’'s outer surface. except 1o occasionally wipe off dirt or finge
rprints with a soft cloth

. Use lons covers whonever convenient,

STORAGE

Avold storing the riflescope in hot places, such as the passenger compartments of vehicles on hot days. The

high temperatures could adversely affect the lubncants and sealants. A vohicie's trunk. a gun cabinet or o

closet is preferable. Nover leave the rflescope whene direct sunhght can enter dther the objective or the

eyopioce lens

Damage may result from tha concentration (buming glass efect) of the sun's rays.
